Cllr McSweeny reported on WCC matters including an update on the devolution process and the One Worcestershire unitary council proposal. He noted that part of the process would see some functions pass down from the principal authority to local councils but that this was unlikely in the case of a small council such as Newland. He also noted Malvern Hills Trust’s recent decision to approve the design of bus shelter selected to replace those destroyed earlier in the year and asked for clarification of the decision to replace like-for-like with wooden shelters. The Chair outlined the reasons including the strong preference expressed by residents, a design in keeping with the conservation area location and the insurance company payout which was based on like-for-like replacement.
