18/21	Reports from representatives of other bodies 

	Malvern Hills Trust – Mr Yapp gave a brief update on news from MHT.

	PPW – Mr Everett confirmed there had been no reports of problems with the parish paths.
	Mr Patterson reported that the green lane between Pin’s Green and Monksfield Lane has changed ownership, which may have an impact on its future use. He also questioned the ownership of a piece of land in Pin’s Green where trees have fallen, and maintenance is needed.

	Malvern Hills District Council – Cllr Wells reported on news from MHDC. The SWDP public consultation is due to start in October and the Boundary Commission review in July. Mrs Jeavons noted reports of activity at the Newland development site and Cllr Wells agreed to follow up with the planning department for clarification. Mr Everett suggested it could be related to the requested safety assessment at the level crossing.
