	Malvern Hills Trust – Mr Yapp gave a brief update on news from MHT.

	PPW – Mr Everitt reported he had walked most of the paths in the Parish in the last few days and generally they are in good order. The stile cross step problem at Valentines on NW-506 has been fixed. There is no progress yet on the long-obstructed path NW-512 and no sign of the permissive path alternative being opened.

	Malvern Hills District Council – Cllr K Wells reported on news from MHDC. The deadline on the boundary commission review has been extended. It was agreed the parish view on this matter should be discussed at the next meeting.

3.    20/00590/FUL: Newland Court, Worcester Road, Newland, WR13 5BA Proposal: Subdivision and extension of existing dwelling and conversion of agricultural buildings to form a total of 8 dwellings (7 additional dwellings) and associated works. (Revised) 
Response – Comment Only – to reflect general support for development of the site but ongoing reservations relating to the number of vehicles likely to be accessing the A449 at a busy spot 
outside of the restricted speed zone.

b) To consider options for the appointment of a new internal auditor
One quote has been received and another is awaited. It was agreed that quotes be circulated for consideration and approval at our annual meeting in May. 

48/20     To consider arrangements for future meetings.
The current coronavirus regulations which allow Parish Councils to meet virtually end on May 7th (last possible virtual meeting on the 6th). NALC strongly advises local councils to continue to meet remotely, and the expectation is that the regulations will be extended to allow virtual meetings to continue. 
It was agreed that the scheduled date of May 18th be retained for the Parish Council and Annual meetings on the assumption that regulations are extended to allow for this. If the regulations are not extended the parish council will consider moving the meetings to an earlier date in May.
	
49/20	To discuss bus shelter maintenance.
	Mr Hegenbarth has cleared the ivy from the shelter in front of the Beauchamp community and suggested both shelters are treated to preserve the timber. It was agreed that the clerk should obtain a quote from the contractor who carried out the recent repairs. 

50/20 	       Other reports and items for future consideration
a) Reports received:
1. A resident has reported the poor condition of the footway between Newland roundabout and the Stocks Lane service road turning. It was noted that work has previously been carried out in this area. The matter to be referred to WCC Highways.
2. Poor condition of parish road sign on Madresfield Road. The issue has been reported to Highways and a response is awaited. It was noted that the Newland sign on the A449 is also in a poor state of repair. The clerk to report to WCC.
3. Accident on Stocks Lane. A resident had reported a recent accident involving a car on Stocks Lane and provided photos of the damage caused, which were circulated prior to the meeting.
The matter was discussed, and the resident’s ongoing concerns noted. The parish council agreed to refer the issue to WCC Highways and the Safer Roads Partnership. The resident had also been in contact with County Councillor Tom Wells, who noted WCC would also respond to the resident.

b) Councillor’s reports and items for future agendas.
The Lengthsman has sided out the footway on Worcester Road (Malvern direction) and this has revealed a very uneven surface. The clerk to report to WCC for repair.
