Parish Paths Warden - Mr Furlong reported on footpath matters. The landowner at Newland Grange has agreed to install a stile further back from the road and reduce the height of the hedge. No new problems with parish paths have been reported.

WCC – WCC and MHT have been advised of Cllr Westbury’s appointment as Malvern Hills Trust representative for the parish. 

MHDC – Cllr Wells reported on news from MHDC including confirmation that MHDC has a 5-yr land supply.

The problem of dog poo bags being left in the layby opposite Pindar had been reported to Malvern Hills Trust and a warden has investigated. They have put up signs telling people to take their waste away with them and will monitor the site over the next few weeks.

VAS data for northbound traffic on Stocks Lane between July and September 2022 were considered and compared to comparable data from 2021. An increase in vehicle movements year on year was noted. Participation in the community speed-watch scheme was discussed and will be on the agenda for the next meeting. 

62/22	To consider jobs around the parish for the Parish Lengthsman
Path clearance along the A449 and removal of moss from the footway close to the Beauchamp Community were suggested and will be passed on to the Lengthsman.

It was noted that the length of time taken for the level crossing barrier to be raised after a train has passed seems longer than at comparable crossings. Information on whether this is something the council can do anything about to be sought for the next meeting.
