	PPW – Mr Everett had supplied a report which was circulated prior to the meeting. He reported that no new issues with the paths had been identified and provided information on the process by which the parish council could seek to obtain public access to the green lane from the A449 layby towards Braces Leigh discussed at the meeting held 20th July. This was considered under item 45/21(e)

	Malvern Hills District Council –. Cllr Askar provided updates on the 5-year land supply, the boundary commission review, and the MHDC Covid recovery framework and asset-based community development strategy.

45/21	Updates on matters arising in previous minutes. 
a) Consideration regarding naming the road outside the Beauchamp Community (connecting A449 and Madresfield Road)
MHDC has confirmed a full consultation will be required to establish the level of support. – MHDC planning department to be consulted for guidance on questions. The Post Office will also need to be consulted.
b) Participation in the Local Council Awards Scheme
Mr Tinnion had given apologies; the matter to be carried forward to the next meeting.
c) Response to the Boundary Commission review
The chairman had consulted neighbouring parishes as suggested at the last meeting and following this the parish council decided to take a neutral stance in relation to the review. 
d) Stocks Lane VAS – Dr Westbury has taken over this role and will feed back at the next meeting.
e) Consideration regarding pursuing public access to the green lane from the A449 lay-by towards Braces Leigh. The report supplied by Mr Everett was read and considered. On the basis that the farm will a busy, working farm and there was little/no evidence of public use before the Coronavirus lockdown, Mr Patterson proposed public access should not be sought, Mr Hegenbarth seconded, and the proposal was accepted unanimously.

Note 1. Newland Parish Council has no objection to the proposed development, but given the importance of this site for bats (five different species recorded) in the vicinity, and the historic use of the existing loft space by brown long-eared bats, we would want to see the recommendations of the independent report by Focus Ecology to be implemented, particularly with regards to the provision of two bat ridged access tiles underlain with suitable felt, and the installation of additional nesting sites for birds. We also support the recommendation for the implementation of a sensitive lighting scheme if any external artificial lighting is to be provided to ensure no unnecessary light pollution
