30/21	Minutes
The minutes of the Parish Council and annual meetings held by Zoom on 6th May 2021 were proposed by Mr Patterson, seconded by Mr Yapp, and approved unanimously. 

31/21 To consider applications for co-option.
	Following the resignation of Mr D Reynolds since the last meeting there were two vacancies available for co-option. Applications from Dr Duncan Westbury and Mrs Audrey Thomas had been circulated. Following discussion Mrs Jeavons proposed they both be co-opted, Mr Tinnion seconded and both co-options were approved unanimously. Both new members signed declarations of acceptance of office and joined the meeting. 

32/21	Reports from representatives of other bodies 

	Malvern Hills Trust – Mr Yapp gave a brief update on news from MHT. 

	PPW – Mr Everitt confirmed he had received no complaints about the paths in the Parish since the last meeting. Those paths he had walked recently were found to be generally in good order although, at this time of year, vegetation growth is always a bit of a problem.

The long-obstructed path NW-512 has been re-opened as a permissive path in the adjacent field, complete with a new footbridge and way marker posts (although the permissive waymark discs have yet to be installed).  In the longer term when the development site plan is published this permissive path is likely to become the new legal route for NW-512

The status of the green lane between Pin’s Green and Monksfield Lane was discussed. Mr Everitt confirmed it is private land. It may, however, be possible to try to claim it as a public right of way if there is evidence of sufficient public usage. 

	Malvern Hills District Council –. Cllrs T Wells gave an update of news from MHDC, in particular the likely changes to District Council wards and the importance of contributing to the consultation process, and possible locations in the district that may come under pressure for future development. 
	Cllr Askar gave an update on the Newland development, including a possible re-submission to the Southern Area Development Committee for a variation to the requirement for affordable housing.

35/21	To consider a request the consideration be given to naming the road outside the Beauchamp Community linking the A449 and Madresfield Road.
	The meeting closed to allow resident Jane Tinklin to speak. She reported that the road outside the Beauchamp Community has no name. She proposed it be named in honour of the late chair of the Beauchamp Community trustees and suggested either ‘Lady Morrison Way’ or ‘Rosalind Way’, noting this would be a fitting tribute and would also improve the mapping of the location.  The chairman agreed to contact MHDC to find out the logistics for such a change and suggested if this were not possible an alternative means of recognising Lady Morrison may be considered. Mr Hegenbarth noted some residents may not welcome a lengthening of their postal address. The chairman to report back to the next meeting. 

36/21To consider participating in the Local Council Awards Scheme.
	Mr Tinnion outlined the award scheme and its requirements, and the pros and cons of taking part were discussed. Mt Tinnion proposed further information be brought forward for discussion at the next meeting, Mr Patterson seconded, and it was agreed unanimously. 

37/21	To consider the parish council response to the Boundary Commission Review.
	The review of the district boundaries could see Newland grouped with Guarlford and Madresfield or the more urban Malvern Link. The significant impact on the parish of the retail park and Malvern Link developments were acknowledged. Councillors agreed a preference to retain the rural nature of the parish and the chairman proposed contacting Madresfield and Guarlford parish councils to discuss. The consultation closes before the next parish council meeting, so she agreed to circulate a draft submission for councillors to consider.

39/21 	     Other reports and items for future consideration
Dr Westbury has agreed to take on the role of extracting data from the Stocks Lane VAS and reporting this at Parish Council meetings. The data and information required were discussed and it was agreed as much detail as possible would be useful. The clerk agreed to contact Westcotec for further information. Dr Westbury noted the VAS is not currently working. The clerk to advise the Lengthsman that the batteries need changing.

The owner of the School House, Worcester Road, had reported that a car had hit the railings outside her property at speed and finally come to a halt close to the turning to The Swan. She had also reported that the grass is high outside her property making it difficult to see oncoming traffic when turning out of her drive. The grass is also high in the area around the layby near Monksfield Lane. The clerk to ask the Lengthsman to cut it back.

The possibility of starting future meetings at 7.00pm was discussed. It was agreed unanimously that from the next meeting parish council meetings will start at 7.00pm.

MHDC have reported that Mrs Jeavons, Mr Patterson and Mr Tinnion have not yet submitted Register of Interest forms. The clerk will circulate another copy to them for submission directly to MHDC.
